Resolved:

Matters Arising
Dist Cllr Sutton asked that Minute Ref 16/057 be amended to indicate that the decision to cancel the Open Day at Gypsy Corner had been a police recommendation.

PCSO Airey reported that there had been no crimes committed throughout November and December in Hayton. 

16/073 To Receive Reports from District and County Councillors

Dist Cllr Sutton commented that the Village Hall was looking very nice since it’s refurbishment and she thanked everyone who had been involved in the undertaking.

Cllr Sutton mentioned that the Bassetlaw Achievers Awards to be held in March were looking for nominations of individuals or groups. Cllr Otter commented that as most people within the community contributed something to the village it was unfair to single out individuals, but felt that the Village Hall Committee had done a sterling job in refurbishing the Village Hall and were worthy of a nomination.  
Cty Cllr Yates said there was very little to report at this time, but she thanked the Parish Council for all their hard work as it was her intention not to stand for re-election in May. The Parish Council thanked Cllr Yates for all she had done for the Parish Council.
16/074 Co-Option of Parish Councillor

The Clerk reported that there were four nominations for the vacancy on the Parish Council. After due deliberations on the suitability of each candidate a secret ballot was held and by a majority of 4:2, Dr J White was co-opted.

Cheques were raised, signed and the accounts agreed for payment. 

Balances on the account were agreed at: Current a/c - £16,968.70
The Clerk presented the budget proposals for 2017/2018 and explained that whatever figure was agreed would need to be adjusted for any concurrent grant from BDC, this figure has since come in at £63.00.

The Parish Council accepted the Clerk’s proposals with one adjustment to newsletter costs, this figure was reduced to £1200.
Resolved:
That a precept of £7375.00 be requested.

Several issues were raised during the Budget discussion, it was thought that the amount paid for maintenance of the village sign during the winter months was excessive.

It was felt that not enough attention was paid to environmental projects.

Cllr Sutton picked up on the no-show of a wreath from Hayton at the Armistice Day service even though one had been paid for. An explanation by Cllr Otter was given.

That the Clerk write to J M Tofts regarding village signs maintenance, and a working party be set up at the next meeting to discuss environmental projects.

Parish Fields & Associated Works 
It was suggested by Cllr Otter that 6 trees be acquired by the Parish Council to replace those that are failing – Min Ref: 16/061, he agreed to look into when was the best time to acquire and plant them. 
Cllr Otter would undertake to arrange for the undergrowth in the Millenium Field to be cut back.
Resolved:
Cllr Otter to report back to next PC meeting 
The Clerk had been given the name of a contractor by Notts CC to tackle the overgrown hedge Gypsy Field. It was felt the contractor in question did not have the necessary qualifications to do the job.

Clerk to arrange for a contractor.

It was confirmed that planning permission would be required to attach interactive speed signs to the village hall. Cllr Yates indicated that as the hall was on private land there should be no problems.
